- Admire Wat Pho Temple, which is known for the 170-feet-long reclining Buddha statue

- Explore the new quarter juxtaposition of the old temples: modern shopping malls, street traders, and skyscrapers of the 21st 

century

- Breathe in the fresh air and sample all the best of Thai street food in Bangkok

- Admire Pak Klong Kalad, the famous fruit & flower market

- Buy yourself some local fruits, chat with the local people, and take some photographs of vibrant markets 

Afternoon 

- Explore the Kanchanaburi - marked as the historical destination, one of the evidence from World War II  

- Visit Thailand-Burma Railway Museum to get the knowledge of Thailand's history  

Evening 

- Enjoy the night and stat overnight in your lodge

Accommodation: Hotel in Kanchanaburi 

Activities: 

- Explore Damnoen Saduak floating market 

- Learn history at Thailand-Burma Railway Museum 

 

DAY 5: KANCHANABURI - HELLFIRE PASS AND THE KWAI RIVER 

Morning 

- Your breakfast will be served  

- Visit Hellfire Pass, which is built to cut the Burma Railway, trying to board the train to go somewhere through wooden 

viaducts above the river 

Afternoon 

- Visit the Kwai River and interact with the communities that live amid in thick trees of the jungle  

Evening 

- Enjoy your own company out of the busy life  

- Stay overnight in your lodge  

Meals: Breakfast, Lunch 

Accommodation: Hotel in Kanchanaburi 

Activities: 

- Visit Hellfire Pass 

- Sightsee the Kwai River while boarding in Burma Railway 

 

DAY 6: AYUTTHAYA - LAND OF TEMPLE RUINS 

Morning  
- Enjoy breakfast before starting the Day 6 

- Walk into the ruined temples in the lanes of Ayutthaya, the second 

capital of Siam 

- Visit many stupas and follow the monks parading down the old lanes 

Afternoon 

- Driver back to Bangkok to take a flight to Sukhothai, the most ancient 

capital of Siam

- Stay overnight in Sukhothai

Activities: 

- Visit the ruined temples of Ayutthaya 

 

DAY 7: SUKHOTHAI - HISTORY OF THE SIAM CAPITAL 

Morning

- Visit Sukhothai, the second capital of Siam where many things are ruined but still remain the historical sites 

- Explore off-the-beaten-track by bicycle or take a small tram through the park

DAY 9: CHIANG MAI - LEARN ABOUT BUDDHIST CULTURE

- Visit Wat Suan Dok and hear the Buddhism and its history from a senior monk 

- Sightsee the incense-imbued rooms around the temple 

- Meeting Stilt House Communities and have lunch with the locals here

- Listen to the gongs and bells at sunset time

- Enjoy the night's stay in Chiang Mai

- Visit Wat Suan Dok 

- Meet the local people and know their daily life 

 

DAY 10: CHIANG MAI - FREE DAY

- You can also find some villages surrounding trees & temples to visit the local market 

- Explore Ta Prohm Temple, the jungle temple in the movie Tomb Raider

-  Overnight at the hotel

Accommodation: Hotel in Siem Reap 

Activities: 

- Visit Angkor Thom, Bayon, Terrace of the elephants, Ta Prohm Temples . 

 

DAY 14: SIEM REAP - DEPARTURE
